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Dear Member,

Welcome to the still water section of Walton Angling Club. We hope you enjoy the excellent fishing offered at the Pilmuir Reservoir. 

Over the next few weeks we will be holding work parties at the water on Tuesday evenings and would welcome additional help to get everything shipshape. (Meet at the Malletsheugh at 7.25pm)

As you know the club is very proud of the reputation that it has built over the years and we wish to keep it that way. The club gains nothing, but stands to lose everything if we upset our riparian owners.

We expect courteous, considerate and sportsmanlike behaviour from all our members and with this in mind we have kept the Pilmuir Still Water Rules to a minimum. 

PILMUIR STILL WATER RULES

1. These are additional rules to the main Walton Angling Club Rules & Regulations that apply specifically to the Pilmuir still water membership. 

2. All applications for membership will be subject to the approval of the committee, which reserves the right to accept or refuse, or, having accepted, subsequently reject any application for membership without giving any reason for its decision.

3. Permits must be carried at all times when fishing. In the event that a member is asked to show his or her permit, the said permit must be produced.

4. Badges must be worn in a prominent place in order that fellow members can readily be identified. Cars must display the the provided identification on their vehicle dashboard.

5. Junior members must be accompanied, from start to finish, by an adult member.

6. The gate to the loch is left open by the green keepers during their working day. At all other times it must be kept locked. The green keepers use the padlock with the key; anglers use the combination lock. The combination number is printed on your permit.

7. You must not drive through the golf course to gain entrance or exit, the only approved entrance/exit is from Pilmuir road. You must not drive onto the golf club land to pass another car – one of you must reverse to a parking spot. Use common sense.

8. Cars and other vehicles must be parked only in the areas set aside for the purpose.

9. A maximum of 25 anglers can fish the loch at any one time.

10. Fly fishing only is allowed.

11. Anglers will be held responsible for the state of the loch side during their visit. Litter must be taken away.

12. Bank side fires are not allowed under any circumstances and every care must be taken to avoid damage to any bank side. Club organised BBQ's will be allowed.

13. Noise should be kept to a minimum.

14. All members are expected to co-operate in the preservation of the wildlife, flora and fauna.

15. Members are responsible for keeping the boathouse clean and tidy and ensuring that its doors are locked using the combination padlocks (Numbers on permit) at all times.

16. Life vests must be worn on boats.

17. Two of the Golf club holes straddle the access road and it is expected that any member either on foot or in a car will not cross in front of the golfers whilst they are playing their tee shot, i.e.  WAIT.

18. Finally, it is your responsibility to know the rules and any members contravening them will be brought before the committee and will face possible disciplinary action.

In a nutshell, be sensible and enjoy your fishing.
